The article focuses on the tools of social economy models in the global context. Social tools for social economy classical models as well as for transitive
social economy model have been analyzed. It has been established that the main varieties of social economy tools in the global dimension for different mod-
els of the countries are financial, economic, regulatory tools and social policy instruments. From a theoretical point of view, social economy tools in global
aspect are financial aid, subsidies, social benefits and payments, partial reductions in the value of goods and services, preferential taxation, re-training of
unemployed, preventive measures for unemployment population, social penalties and additional taxes. The countries of the world community understand
the necessity of directing the social and economic policy to improve the standard of living for the population, to empower people to self-sufficiency. For this
purpose, the countries of classical social economy models use different social instruments not only to increase the incomes of the population, but also to
improve other social components and social infrastructure: creating real equality for education, employment, health services; ensuring gender equality and
non-discrimination; providing a high level of health care and quality nutrition, etc. It has been established that the transitive social economy model should
move in the direction of the liberal social economy model, using its experience in the tools for ensuring a high standard of living for the population. It is impor-
tant in this aspect to provide the preferential taxation, the active development of the retraining network for the employees, as well as upgrading their skills,
gaining additional qualifications, knowledge, skills through specially created centers of retraining and training. The human capital development will form the
basis of social growth in society. Increasing the level of education, improving health and environmental protection, comprehensive personality development

are the key areas for improving the quality of life for the transitive social economy model.
