The article considers the content and main forms of economic shocks of pandemic, their impact on the recession and social processes. Global COVID-19
pandemic has led to shocks to health care systems, the ability of medicine to provide treatment for a previously unknown infection, and the additional costs
of prevention the coronavirus. Quarantine measures, restrictions on the movement of people and economic activity provoked socio-psychological and
economic shocks. Pandemic have generated a number of shocks for the world. Pandemic generated shocks cluster could be designated such as: psy-
chological shock as reaction on the unexpected event of unknown and deadly coronavirus, this put strong stress and fear of uncertainty for people; public
health shock have emerged due to spread of COVID-19, lack of effective medications and medical supplies, challenge to the hospitals capacity; economic
shocks resulting of public policies of lockdown, led to contraction of the economies; financial shocks due to extraordinary expenses for COVID-19 localiza-
tion, business and social losses; social shocks due to changes of social conditions of life, unemployment and switch to distance activities. The main types
of global pandemic economic shocks are identified — demand shocks, supply shocks, financial, employment, social. The impact of shocks is the recession
in developed countries and emerging economies. The recession extent is different in the countries due to pandemic intensity and economies structure.
Ukraine as the small open economy is experiencing similar pandemic shocks such as other European countries. Macroeconomic situation looks stable with
low inflation and moderate contraction Global conditions for the Ukrainian exports looks controversial, prices for the major export goods fluctuating due to
global supply and demand shocks. The cumulative result of such shocks is the recession in the world economy, the uncertainty of its recovery and uneven

return to sustainable economic growth.
