The issues that are related to minimizing the impact of waste on the environment are becoming increasingly important for humanity. Among the numerous
of the theoretical approaches that are intended for solutions of the environmental and economic problems and at the same time which are acceptable for
scientific justification of actions on waste management have been highlighted: the concept of technical determinism, the zero waste concept, the concept of
assimilative ability of the environment, the concept of externalities and circular economy. Each of these concepts can serve as a theoretical argumentation
of the certain positions of the strategic action on waste management. The content of each of the named concepts have been described and the functional
relationship between the environment and the economic activity has been shown. The considered concepts reflect the corresponding development of the
productive forces and they show historical experience which was accumulated as a result of studying of the scientific and technical progress influence on
the environment. The concepts highlighted by the authors make it possible to formulate different scenarios for the developments of waste management, that
take into account the economic, environmental and social consequences and effects and to ensure the sustainability of the environment, etc. The concept
of a circular economy as a way of reducing the pressure on the environment needs special attention. Also it is a tool for achieving of the Global Sustain-
able Development Goals. The strategic task now is to transpose the key philosophy ideas of the mentioned environmental and economic concepts into the
national waste management policy. The next step should be make amendments into the Ukrainian legislation and introduction of the necessary organiza-
tional and economic tools to transpose philosophy into practice at all levels on waste management. Main ideas should be implemented at the central level
by public administration practices, at the regional and local levels by the implementation of the best practices and methods, and at the level of society by
raising the awareness of citizens on waste management.
