The article identifies and analyzes the main categories in which Germany suffered economic
(and not only) losses as a result of the Second World War. The main attention is paid to
the analysis of the situation in West Germany, since it is this country that is the subject of
the main study within the framework of which the article was developed (“Marshall Plan for
Ukraine”). The article identifies several main areas after research. First, perhaps the most
catastrophic consequences of the Second World War for Germany were the losses of human
capital. Secondly, inflation, as well as deficits, currency fluctuations, and general economic
and financial instability characterized the postwar years in this country. Thirdly, the destruction
of infrastructure and production facilites became a major challenge for Germany during the
reconstruction phase. Finally, it is important to mention such factors as the payment of debts
and reparations, as well as the division of Germany into two states with separate political and
economic systems. All of these factors posed a great challenge to both the West German
authorities (the recovery of this particular state is analyzed in this research) and international
partners involved in the recovery (in particular, the United States). For all factors, historical
background is provided, as well as quantitative indicators, where possible given the available
bibliographic data. It is conventionally determined that among the factors studied, the loss of
human capital and the physical destruction of infrastructure and industry were the heaviest
blows on the eve of the postwar reconstruction of the country. Reparations and debt repayment
were identified as the least of the problems at the time. The patrtition of the state definitely had
a negative impact on the economy, but it is important to point out that it was West Germany
that developed economically much more rapidly. The data obtained will be used for further
comparison with the indicators of Ukraine’s economic losses as a result of the war with Russia.
