The article analyzes current trends and strategic vectors of development of the global tourism
industry.

These examples confirm the possibility of using similar approaches to support the tourism industry
in Ukraine, in particular through the introduction of tax breaks, subsidies for domestic travel and
marketing campaigns to promote local tourist destinations. It is substantiated that along with new
trends, the global tourism industry also faces numerous problems and risks. The risks and problems
affecting the development of tourism in different regions of the world are studied, including global
crises, natural disasters, pandemics and regional conflicts that negatively affect the development of
tourism. The main ones are economic problems, such as inflation and rising costs of services, which
reduce the accessibility of travel for the population; environmental challenges, in particular climate
change and extreme weather events, which negatively affect tourist regions, especially coastal and
environmentally sensitive areas; political instability, military conflicts, such as the war in Ukraine,
as well as infrastructure problems. All these factors require effective management and adaptation
strategies from government agencies and tourism operators to ensure the sustainable development
of the industry in the face of global challenges. It is noted that sustainable tourism development
and adaptation to new challenges are a necessary condition for the preservation and further
development of tourism sectors around the world. It is noted that using global experience in tourism
development and taking into account modern challenges will allow Ukraine to create a sustainable
tourism industry aimed at sustainable development and integration into global processes.
